| 1. | future| con “will”

Fino ad alcuni anni fa, dopo i pronomi "I” e “we”, si
considerava corretto usare "“shall” nella formazione del futuro.

I shall go | = io andro
you  will go | = tu andrai
he will go | = egli andra ecc.

we shall go
you  will go
they will go

Oggigiorno la maggior parte delle persone usano "will” dopo
"I” e "we”, e non & considerato errore.

forma positiva f. interrogativa
I will go = jo andro will I go?
you will go = tu andrai will  you go?
he will go = egli andra ecc. will  he go?
we will go will  we go?
you will go will  you go?
they will go will  they go?

forma negativa forma contratta
I will not go I won’t  go
you will not go you won’t go
he will not go he won’'t go
we will not go we won’t  go
you will not go you won’t go
they will not go they won’t go

a) | Usiamo "“will” per fare predizioni circa il futuro.

>  There are many clouds in the sky, it will rain soon.

(Ci sono molte nuvole nel cielo, piovera presto.)
> I'm sure you will enjoy your holiday in Colorado.

> If you don’t study more, you won't pass your exam.

b) | Per parlare di fatti futuri che sono fuori del controllo di chi parla

> I will be twenty-five next week. I will be = saro

> Barbara will be here in five minutes.

c) | Per fare offerte e promesse

> I will help you to paint your house.

> I will come to visit you as soon as I can.

d) | Quando prendiamo una decisione nel momento di parlare

> Wait a moment. I will get you something to drink.

> I will do my best to help you, don’t worry.
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‘ 2. | future simple ‘ Con il “"Simple Present”

| Quando parliamo di qualcosa gia programmata o di un orario

> School starts on September 15",
>  School ends on June 20'".

- What time does the plane leave? (to leave = partire)

- It leaves at five o’clock, and it arrives in Paris at seven.

‘ 3. | future simple ‘Con il “Present Continuous”

| Quando parliamo di piani o preparativi per il futuro

What are you doing on Sunday? = Cosa farai domenica?
Next summer Abel is going to the USA.
My parents are coming to see me next weekend.

| 4. | future simple | Con “going to”

| Per parlare delle intenzioni di cio che si vuol fare nel futuro

> Next term I'm going to study hard.
> After visiting Paris, Tom is going to visit Rome and Athens.

> What are we going to have for lunch?

Future Progressive ‘ = futuro progressivo

When the train arrives, Frank will be waiting for (affirmative)
you at the station.
(Quando il treno arriva, Frank stara aspettandoti alla
stazione.)
Will Frank be waiting...? (interrogative)
Frank will not (won’t) be waiting... (negative)

Future Perfect ‘ = futuro anteriore
I will have finished this project by Saturday. (affirmative)
(Avro finito questo progetto prima di sabato.)
Will I have finished this project by Saturday? (interrogative)
I will not (won’t) have finished this project by (negative)
Saturday.
